 A Report and Consent is required if the proposed shed is going to be the first building  constructed on the property.
The Objective of the requirement for a building permit for a Garage / Carport Or Garden Shed Etc, is to safeguard people from injury and loss of amenity and to ensure that the proposed usage meets with the expectations of the Council and adjoining property owners.

Notes
1) The storm water drainage details may be covered by a note indicating to the existing house drains


2) A copy of Title for the allotment, should also include any covenants, section 173 agreements, restrictions and/or encumbrances, and must include a plan showing the shape, dimensions and bearings of the allotment.


3) Evidence of ownership for the allotment can be provided by 

(i) a letter from the solicitor confirming that settlement has occurred

(ii) the owners names endorsed on the title

(iii) a recent title search, listing the owners names

(iv) a copy of the Transfer of land signed by both parties

(v) a copy of the contract of sale signed and dated by both parties.

4) Domestic building work costing more than $12,000.00, to be undertaken by a builder must be covered by a site specific warranty insurance policy, with one of the approved warranty insurance organizations.


5) Owner builders require a certificate of consent from the Building Commission for all work over $12,000.

6) Where an owner engages a builder (under a contract) to carry out domestic building work costing more than $5,000.00, the builder must be a registered building practitioner, and evidence of that current registration must be provided.


7) The Asset Protection Permit, applies to any project that has a total cost over $10,000.00, and requires the applicant to supply complete details on the existing conditions of Council’s assets at the front of the property.

Class 10a (Outbuilding)

ITEMS TO BE SHOWN ON PLANS SUBMITTED FOR A BUILDING PERMIT APPLICATION

The intent of the drafting industry and drawn plans, is to provide adequate documentation that will:-

- Adequately describe the form and method of construction of the proposed building / structure.

- Demonstrate compliance with the Building Act 1993 and the relevant Regulations and Codes, and 

- Provide adequate contractual information for Builders and Owners, to clearly understand respective obligations and appropriate extent of works and finishes
a) A copy of a site plan, showing, at a scale of not less than 1:500

b) The boundaries and dimensions of the allotment and any relevant easements.

c) The north point and nearest cross street or other suitable reference point:

d) The location, dimension and area of impermeable surfaces covering the allotment if necessary for the purposes of Regulation 412.

e) The proposed position and dimensions of the building and its relationship to:

f) The boundaries of the allotment; and

i) Any existing buildings on the allotment; and

ii) Any part of a building on an adjoining allotment where necessary to show compliance with the regulations.

iii) Any area of private open space on the adjoining allotment to show compliance with Regulation 421

g) Locations and depth of any site cut, site filling and required retaining walls.

h) The proposed location of the required downpipes, and the method of discharging the stormwater.

i) A copy of a floor plan, showing, at a scale of not less than 1:100:

j) The floor plan at each level

k) A copy of the elevations showing, at a scale of not less than 1:100 

l) The external appearance of the proposed building, with

i) Height of walls and height of roof.

ii) Sizes of and location of all door & window openings.

m) The affect of the proposed building may have on adjacent properties with over shadowing, etc, to show compliance with Regulation 419

n) Details of the external cladding

o) Details of the roof covering

p) A copy of the sections showing, at a scale of not less than 1:20:

q) The size and location of structural members

r) Full construction details of the floor slab / footings

s) The pitch of the roof
